A1 Student School believes it is the right of every student to receive instruction 
appropriate to their ability and will therefore, within available resources, provide 
learning programmes which will ensure those needs are met. 

 
Guidelines 

 

If a class teacher identifies a pupil who may require learning support over and above 
what is normally provided within the Arrowsmith classroom, the following guidelines are 
to be observed; 

 
1. The Principal has delegated responsibility for co-ordinating all programmes of 

a learning support nature outside of the normal Arrowsmith Program. 
 

2. The other teachers will confer in the first instance with the Principal if they 
observe students who may require extra support than that given in the 
Arrowsmith. 

 
3. Outside agencies such as the Ministry of Education Special Education will be 

notified and utilised where necessary. All contact with these agencies will be 
made through the SENCO. This includes assessments and Individual Education 
Programme meetings. 

 
4. Students are regularly monitored by the teachers and teacher aides.  
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
